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PREFACE 
 

 

During the year 2000, I completed and had privately printed a four volume series on the descendants of Lieutenant 

Nicholas Stillwell.  Only eight sets of that work were printed and subsequently distributed in whole or in part to 

family members and fellow researchers across the nation.  It was my first attempt at compiling the information that I 

had collected over the previous thirteen years of research.  Assumptions were made in the presentation of the 

material that were found to be lacking once the finished product was seen in book form.  The original work was 

separated into volumes based on an arrangement of Lieutenant Nicholas‟ children.  This proved to be very confusing 

when attempting to formulate an overall relationship between descendants of Nicholas‟ children.  In an attempt to 

correct this deficiency, I made the decision to compile the work into one continuous genealogical presentation with 

volumes comprised of numbered generations commencing with Lieutenant Nicholas.  This volume is the first of a 

eigth volume set of documented descendants of Lieutenant Nicholas Stillwell.  The 9
th

 and 10
th

 generations are split  

into two volumes each because of the magnitude of the information available.  The two generations were too large to 

maintain each a single volumes.  Each desendant name has two numbers associated with it.  The number to the left 

of the name is the sequential descendancy number.  The number to the right in brackets is the electronic 

identification number.  Disregard this number.  It‟s sole purpose is to facilitate the identification of the individual in 

my computer records. 

 

I have found that there is a general belief held by many researchers that all Stilwell/Stillwells in the United States 

are direct descendants of Lieutenant Nicholas Stillwell.  I do not hold this belief.  If one Stillwell could migrate from 

England, then there is no reason why additional people with the same surname could not and did not migrate to the 

United States over the course of our history. The argument that only one Stillwell migrated to this country from 

England over the last 350 years does not stand the test of logic.  I firmly believe that researchers should focus their 

energy on securing documentation which will prove the true origin of their Stilwell/Stillwell ancestor rather than 

insisting on connecting or,  as I have encountered many times, fabricating a connection, with Lieutenant Nicholas 

Stillwell. 

 

There is strong circumstantial evidence that some of the unconnected Stilwell/Stillwell family lines identified in 

Massachusetts, Vermont, New Hampshire, Virginia and the Carolinas may in fact be descendants of one or more 

Stillwells other than Lieutenant Nicholas.  In addition, I have encountered sources that clearly show that the surname 

was taken by European immigrants arriving in New York during the late 1800s and early 1900s.  The surname was 

also taken by freed slaves at the end of the Civil War in areas of Alabama, Georgia and the Carolinas. There is 

strong circumstantial evidence that gives credence to the belief that some freed slaves were the offspring of 

Stilwell/Stillwells.  I am fairly certain that in the case of some of these freed slaves, an actual descendant 

relationship can be proven through DNA testing.  There is one known case of a relationship between a male 

Stilwell/Stillwell descendant and a free slave which can be documented commencing with the 1850 Federal Census.  

Their descendants have been traced through the 1930 Federal Census.  No effort was made to differentiate between a 

descendant‟s race. 

 

Stillwell versus Stilwell 

 

Much has been written about which spelling of the surname was truly the original form.  Doctor John E. Stillwell 

presents a lengthy discussion of the topic in his work, The History of Lieutenant Nicholas Stillwell: Progenitor of 

The Stillwell Family In America  With Some Notices of The Family In The Kingdom of Great Britain, New York 

City, 1929.  Much of the available evidence indicates that the four “L” version of the surname was used 

predominantly by Lieutenant Nicholas.  As to whether Lieutenant Nicholas was literate and could write, I don‟t 

know.  In my opinion, the available evidence is inconclusive and does not support either argument on this topic.  As 

such, I do not know whether it was he personally who used the four “L” version in his correspondence or a scribe.   

 

As for myself, the original spelling of the surname is of no particular concern nor of importance to me.  My own 

direct line vacillated between the two spellings of the surname for more than a century.  Siblings within immediate 

families settled on separate versions of the surname.  Individuals had even switched between the spellings during the 

course of their lifetime.  This is clearly demonstrated in the pension papers of Thomas Stillwell (No. 990) beginning 

on page 524 of this volume. 
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I had originally planned on using the four “L” version of the surname with this publication.  This was for my own 

convenience; however, I did not feel this was appropriate nor respectful to those descendants who utilize the three  I 

have attempted to identify the point at which the three “L” version was consistently used by a given family line and 

apply that spelling from that point on.  The difficulty lies in documenting consistent usage.  There are “gray areas” 

in which clarity is not readily apparent.  Because of this, I am sure that errors have been and will continue to be 

made in this regard.  Hopefully they will be minimal in number. 

 

With regards to the spelling of given names, and, in some cases, surnames different than the Stilwell or Stillwell 

family name, I made no attempt to change the spelling as shown on an orginal document.  You will see a lot of 

names that seem may seem odd  such as Johnqaline and Clamy (both are females).  You are left to determine 

whether the spelling is the actual name, a nickname or the phonetic interpretation of the name as heard and written 

by a public official. 
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Prologue - The Virginia Years 

 
There is substantial evidence that Lieutenant Nicholas Stillwell originally settled in the Virginia Colony prior to 

relocating to the Dutch settlement of New Amsterdam.  Doctor John E. Stillwell lays out this evidence in a clear and 

convincing manner in his work, The History of Lieutenant Nicholas Stillwell: Progenitor of The Stillwell Family In 

America  With Some Notices of The Family In The Kingdom of Great Britain, New York City, 1929. It is not my 

intent to reproduce Doctor John Stillwell‟s research herein, but present pertinent excerpts for the convenience of the 

reader who does not have access to his work. The volume is difficult to acquire since it was privately printed in 

1929.  A microfilm of the volume is available at the Family History Library in Salt Lake City or through any of the 

branch libraries throughout the United States. 

 

The first known appearance of Lieutenant Nicholas‟ name in colonial records was in 1639 wherein he was named as 

a “viewer of tobacco crop.”  Doctor John E. Stillwell wrote: 

 
“ „Viewers of Tobacco Crop, 1639. 

Acts of Assembly, 1639, Robinson MS. 

 

It is thought fitt and Established that in and for several Circuitts and precints hereunder mentioned there be 

yearly chosen and appointed Men of Experience and in dignity for the Carefull Viewing of each Man‟s crop 

of Tobacco.  The Viewers of this year being Nominated and appointed by the Assembly are as followeth 

(viz): 

 

Then follows a list of appointees for Henrico County, Charles City County, James City County, 

Warwick River County, Isle of Wight County, Upper Norfolk County, Lower Norfolk County, 

Ackowmack County, Elizabeth City County, and Charles River County.  These counties were 

divided into localities, and in Charles River County one of the subdivisions extended: „From the

Doctor John E. Stillwell estimated that Lieutenant Nicholas Stillwell arrived in Virginia around 1634-35.  It is 

known that he owned a plantation (property the size of a small farm) on the York River and was possibly one of the 

pioneer families of that region.  Based on the following document, a recorded land transaction surviving for that 

time period, and geographic place names, it appears that Lieutenant Nicholas‟ plantation was within the boundaries 

of the present day United States Naval Weapons Station situated up river from Yorktown.

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Nicholas Stillwell  owned a second tract of land in present day Gloucester County.  Doctor John E. Stillwell 

identified the approximate boundaries of the tract on a map of Gloucester County drawn in 1912 by R. A, Folkes, 

County Surveyor.  The map is partially reproduced herein.  As a point of reference for the reader, I have reproduced 

a portion of the modern day United States Geological Service quadrangle map for the same area and have 

reproduced the boundaries of the tract onto that map.  The surface features of the land area, with the exception of the 

shoreline, have remained relatively unchanged since 1912.  Though the document which follows clearly defines the 

tract of land, the creeks referenced in the documents are actually salt water estuaries which have physically changed 

over the centuries.  It is extremely difficult, if not impossible, to accurately define the boundaries of the original tract 

of land.

Unfortunately the names mentioned under the patent did not survive.  A large amount of historical records from 

Gloucester County were moved for safe keeping to Richmond during the Civil War or, if you prefer, The War of 

Northern Aggression.  The records were lost in the fires at the time of Richmond‟s fall in 1865.  The loss of these 

records as they pertain to Nicholas Stillwell does not appear to be significant on the surface; however, they would 

prove whether or not the sons, Richard and Nicholas, were born in Virginia rather than New York.  The generally 

held belief has been that all of Nicholas Stillwell‟s children were born in New York.  Based on the dates of the 

above documents it appears that Nicholas‟ sons, Richard and Nicholas, had to have been born Virginia rather than in 

New York.  Additional documents cited in Doctor John E. Stillwell‟s publication gives evidence, based on dates, 

that Nicholas‟ daughter, Ann, was born in Virginia and possibly his daughter Alice. 

 

Doctor John E. Stillwell presents an informative and historical account of the prevailing political and social events 

which Nicholas Stillwell lived and participated in while residing in Virginia.  Documentation is provided throughout 

Doctor Stillwell‟s work.  There is no need for me to repeat what Doctor Stillwell has so eloquently and thoroughly 

presented.   It is believed that Nicholas Stillwell and his family relocated ( In modern terms “skipped out” or  “ran 

for his life” – political life that is.) to New Amsterdam about 1645-1646.  The first documented presence of Nicholas 

Stillwell in New Amsterdam was in 1646 when he conveyed property to Jan Jansen Schepmoes. 

   

The focus of this endeavor is to present the documented evidence of  Nicholas Stillwell beginning with his time in 

New York and of his descendants wherever their travels may have taken them.

Death:  His date of death has also been shown in other sources as 28 December 1671.  Doctor John E. Stillwell 

wrote: 

 

“A custom frequently kept among the early English settlers in this country was the observance of a 

year and a day of widowhood before remarriage.  Inasmuch as Anne , the widow of Nicholas 

Stillwell, married December 29th, 1672, a second husband, it has been deduced that the exact date 

of Nicholas Stillwell‟s demise was December 28th,1671.  This may be correct, but we are only 

sure of the fact that he died between December 22nd, 1671, and June 17
th

, 1672, the respective 

dates of the execution and probate of his will.”

I give and bequeath unto my well beloved and affectionate wife Anne Stillwell all my 

whole estate consisting of Lands, Housing, Cattle, Corne, Oxen, Kine, Horses, Mares, Sheep, 

Swine, bee they of what nature Oregon kind soever, as also all manner of Household goods 

moveable and Immovables whatsoever being and lying upon Staten Island aforesaid or elsewhere 

with all manner of debts whatsoever and of Right belonging unto mee. 

 And I do also hereby constitute and appoint my said wife to be my full and sole executrix of 

this my last will and testament.

Taken prisoner and doomed to death along with his Loyalist brothers Joseph and William, they 

escaped the day before their appointed execution. 
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James swam the Delaware and joined his corps. He served with the New Jersey Volunteers and 

was an ensign at the peace. Removing to St Johns, New Brunswick after the war, he rose to the 

rank of colonel in the New Brunswick Militia and at his death was the oldest magistrate in Kings 

County.

Second, I make my son, Amos Stilwell, my executor, to take care of myself and my wife during 

our natural lives, I do give my son, Amos Stilwell, the tract of land that I now living on with all its 

appertainings, one horse, bridle, and saddle, one feather bed and furniture, one cow and calf, six 

head of hogs, and he, the said Amos Stilwell, is to make no charge against the estate for settling 

the estate as executioner.  

 

Third, I give to my daughter, Polly Stilwell, one horse, one cow and calf, one feather bed and 

furniture, and six head of hogs.

     It was passed down through the family that Thomas Stillwell born 1774 in  supposedly 

Washington Co., Maryland came to the area in Jefferson Co., Ohio in about 1810.  He and a 

brother “Jerry” were supposed to have come down the Ohio River on a raft and settled in Jefferson 

Co., Ohio in Cross Creek Township first and moving to Knox Township by the Census year of 

1830. 

 

     The fact that the so-called brother's name was Jerry presents a problem.  Jeremiah who married 

Elizabeth Elliot may have been a brother rather than a son.  The census states that Jeremiah lived 

on a farm in Knox Township and Thomas Stillwell lived nearby.  In other cases this referred to a 

father, whether in this case or not, it is still unknown.  There is a trace of another Jeremiah that 

went to Knox Co., Ohio along with an Obediah, who was also born in Maryland.  Perhaps these 

were both Thomas' brothers, however there is no proof to back this up. 

 

     I also believe that the Elias Stillwell who lived in Belmont Co., was a brother to Thomas for he 

too was born in Maryland.

He was a member of the Robert Burns Lodge of 

Masons at Newport which he had charge of the Masonic services assisted by the Latonie Lodge. 

Remains were placed in the vault at Evergreen cemetery near Newport.

“In October 1817, Rogers Stilwell bought lot 8, in the Village of Manlius, from Nehemiah White 

and ran a bark mill and leather rolling factory on the premises. The tannery later was run by his 

son, Leonard W. Stilwell. Rogers and his sons, Leonard and Hiram, also ran a store in Syracuse. 

  

In 1855, Leonard W. Stilwell & Son had $3000.00 invested in the tannery, hides, oil and bark 

worth $4300, that was used to produce leather worth $6550 during the year. Four men were 

employed at an average monthly wage of $28.00. Their shoe and boot manufactory was worth 

about $300. They used $6000 worth of leather produced at their tannery to make boots and shoes 

worth $10,075. Twelve men were employed at the boot and shoe manufactory at an average 

monthly wage of $20.00. 

   

Leonard W. Stilwell also ran a retail shoe store with partner Hiram Smith that was dissolved in 

March 1868 due to Stilwell's ill health. Stilwell died in November 1868 and his widow sold the 

tannery property to King H. C. Preston and Stephen Cheney in February 1869 together with the 

buildings, fixtures, tools and staves. 

   

In February 1869, Preston and Cheney sold the tannery property to David J. Hamburger and Henry 

Meyer (Hamberger & Barnett by 1874) for $2000. In June 1876, the tannery burned. Although 

Hamburger and Barnett contemplated rebuilding, they chose otherwise and sold the property to 

Stephen Cheney in October 1877 for $600, In January 1879, the property was sold to Walter W. 

Cheney. 

  

This property later was owned by Gray-Syracuse and came into the possession of Manlius Village
