*Note: To apply for a spot on Homecoming Court, you must be a currently-enrolled Penn State graduate or professional student at University Park, and you must have been a Penn State student for at least one calendar year. If you were not enrolled as a Penn State undergraduate, graduate, or law student before or during the Fall 2016 semester, you are ineligible to apply this year.
Students enrolled in an integrated undergraduate-graduate program should apply to the undergraduate student court.

Penn State’s 2017 Homecoming Court is especially significant, as it is the first Court which will include graduate and professional students. To apply for one of the spots on Homecoming Court, complete the following application with information pertaining to your experiences as a Penn State student. The Homecoming Court recognizes some of Penn State’s finest students who have demonstrated their passion in the following areas:

· Involvement & Service
· Leadership

· Academics

These areas will be the basis by which your application is reviewed and rated by the GPSA judging committee. When completing the application, please do NOT include your name on any of the pages except your cover page. Also, please complete the application electronically and not by hand.

Please e-mail your completed application and a résumé or CV to gpsaoffice@gmail.com with the subject line “Completed Homecoming Court Application”. Also, please include your weekly schedule for the Fall 2017 semester, including any classes you teach, time you spend in a certain laboratory, etc. Applications are due by Wednesday, September 13th at midnight. Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted.
Being on the Student Court is a great honor, but it will also be a modest time commitment as the selected students are expected to attend events during the Homecoming week including the Parade on Friday, November 10 and the football game on Saturday, November 11.
