


a pressure altitude of up to 100,000 feet and will remain at that altitude for 15 minutes.  If a 
longer duration at altitude is desired, a separate price will need to be calculated.

The experiment provider may be present during the test to monitor their payload and retrieve 
results immediately after the flight.

Staffing

The NASTAR Center will provide equipment operators for the centrifuge and altitude chamber.

Expected Results

Researchers and experiment providers will receive their payload and a printout of the actual 
flight profile.
