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Article 2

Objectives

The objective of the PSHRS is to unite in a local organization all those who are actively interested in the hospitality industry to achieve the following:

1. To supplement the Hotel, Restaurant, and Institutional Management curriculum by sponsoring demonstrations and seminars that are of interest to its members.

2. To provide social events for members of PSHRS to interact for the purpose of exchanging ideas, interests, and maximizing social relationships.

3. To help members establish potential occupational contacts with hospitality related firms through various  programs, social and alumni events. 

4. To further enhance communications and exchange of ideas between PSHRS and faculty, administrations, general student body, alumni, and members of the hospitality industry through our programs and social events.

5. The PSHRS shall act as an “umbrella” club/organization and oversee all the HRIM organizations. 

Article 3

Officers

Duties of the President:

1. The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization

2. The President shall cast the deciding vote in case of a tie, except in the impeachment vote.

3. The President shall sign all legal documents.

4. The President shall be chairperson of the Executive Board.

5. The President shall appoint a new officer to fill any vacancy resulting from impeachment, graduation, or resignation of a former officer. 

6. The President or the faculty advisor(s) must approve expenditures prior to the purchase by any committee or for the society program. 

7. The President shall uphold the objectives as stated in Article 2 of the Constitution. 

Duties of the Vice-President:

1. The Vice-President shall assume the duties of the President in his or her absence at a meeting or due to impeachment, graduation, or resignation. 

2. The Vice-President shall assume the responsibility of coordinating the various committees as they are created to fulfill their intended purpose.

3. The Vice-President shall be responsible for the scheduling of seminars, demonstrations, and discussion to fulfill the objective of our organization both educationally and socially. He or she may appoint members from the organization to help with the organization of programs, to insure they are run smoothly, and the physical arrangement for these programs.

4. The Vice-President shall be responsible of the scheduling of student organization presidents meetings and collaboration.

5. The Vice-President shall uphold the objectives as stated in Article 2 of the Constitution.

Duties of the Secretary:

1. The Secretary shall maintain all resolution and proceedings of the organization as the develop and enter them in proper records.

2. The Secretary shall tend to the organization’s correspondence as it is needed. Also, a categorized file of all correspondence shall be maintained. 

3. The Secretary shall be responsible for the advertising of meetings and activities. 

4. The Secretary shall uphold the objective as stated in article 2 of the Constitution.

Duties of the Treasurer:

1. The Treasurer shall attend to the prompt collection of dues.

2. The Treasurer shall oversee fund raising activities developed by the Fundraising Committee. 

3. The Treasurer shall process payment of necessary expenditures as stated in the procedures in the Associated Students Activities office.

4. The Treasurer shall process payment of necessary expenditures incurred by the organization and present an oral statement of the condition of the treasury at each business meeting and executive meeting.

5. All expenditures will be made only with the approval of the President or the advisor(s).

6. The Treasurer shall uphold the objectives as stated in Article 2 of the Constitution.

Duties of the Special Events Coordinators: 

1. The Special Events Coordinators shall attend to the planning, organizing and executing of all events including; Blue and White Weekend Pig Roast, the trips to both Washington D.C. and the New York Hotel Show and all other events. 


2. The Special Events Coordinators shall uphold the objectives as stated in Article 
2 of the Constitution.

Duties of the Merchandise Chair:


1. The Merchandise Chair shall be responsible for the design, ordering, 
purchasing and selling of all PSHRS merchandise. 


2. The Merchandise Chair shall in conjunction with the Treasurer be responsible 
for the cash box in relation to the selling of merchandise. 


3. The Merchandise Chair shall uphold the objectives as stated in Article 2 of the 
Constitution.
Duties of the Public Relations Chair: 

1. The Public Relations Chair shall be responsible of all social media accounts and the execution of all marketing initiatives.
2. The Public Relations Chair shall coordinate all marketing efforts for fundraisers and special events held by all SHM student organizations 

3. The Public Relations Chair shall uphold the objective as stated in article 2 of the Constitution.

Duties of the Executive Board:

1. All issues for action to be taken must be voted on by a majority vote.

2. The Executive Board shall meet biweekly, and the presence of the advisor(s) is desirable.

3. The Executive Board shall approve, from the committee membership, chair people to head various committees to carry out the functions of the organization.
